Notice is hereby provided in accordance with 14 CFR 158.24 of the City of Killeen’s intent to amend the previously approved Passenger Facility Charge (PFC) application number 23-13-C-00-GRK. The amendments are as follows: Runway and Taxiway Pavement Rehabilitation, adjusted from $10,000 to $9,407; Taxiway E Relocation Design/Construction, adjusted from $515,000 to $808,461; and Passenger Terminal Mechanical Improvements, adjusted from $345,000 to $562,063.

Runway and Taxiway Pavement Rehabilitation: 

The Runway and Taxiway Pavement Rehabilitation project closed under budget by $593.00 due to efficient cost management and resource optimization. Through careful oversight, the project was completed within the allocated budget, resulting in savings.

PFC level: $4.50
Total PFC revenue to be used for this project: $9,407 (amended from $10,000)

Taxiway E Relocation Design/Construction:
The increase in costs for the Taxiway E Relocation Design/Construction project is warranted by several factors. Initially, the approved PFC amount was based on the FAA-approved Capital Improvement Plan from February 2023. However, since that time, inflation has significantly affected the cost of materials, labor, and services, leading to an overall budget increase. Additionally, during design, unforeseen adjustments became necessary, requiring modifications and additional engineering solutions. These factors have collectively contributed to the higher project costs, making the increase both necessary and reasonable to ensure the project's successful completion
PFC level: $4.50

Total PFC revenue to be used for this project: $808,461 (amended from $515,000)

Passenger Terminal Mechanical Improvements:
The increase in project costs is justifiable due to several factors. While the approved PFC amount was based on the FAA-approved Capital Improvement Plan from February 2023, changing economic conditions have led to significant inflation, driving up the prices of materials, labor, and services. With the design phase nearly complete and construction scheduled to begin in December 2024, these rising costs are unavoidable, making the budget adjustment essential to ensure the successful completion of the project.
PFC level: $4.50

Total PFC revenue to be used for this project: $562,063 (amended from $345,000)

This amendment will increase the estimated total PFC revenue to be received for these projects by $509,931 and increase the collection period for this application by an estimated 1 year and 3 months based upon the current collection rate.  The estimated charge expiration date is extended to September 1, 2029.
