Notice is hereby provided in accordance with 14 CFR 158.24 of the City of Killeen’s intent to impose and use Passenger Facility Charges (PFC) from passengers enplaning on Air Carrier flights from Killeen Regional Airport at Robert Gray Army Airfield. PFC revenues will be used for the funding of airport improvement projects at Killeen Regional Airport/Robert Gray Army Airfield (GRK), either wholly or in part as follows:

Project 1. Passenger Terminal Mechanical and Security Improvements.

This project is included in the 2025 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP). It consolidates the Passenger Terminal Mechanical and Security Improvements projects initially approved under PFC Application 23-13-C-01-GRK. Due to a bidder’s inability to comply with FAA grant Buy American requirements for the Security Improvements project, the City opted to integrate the construction phases of both projects into the proposed Application No. 14.  This approach ensures FAA compliance while streamlining the resubmission process as a single, unified construction project.

This initiative addresses critical terminal infrastructure needs to enhance efficiency, safety, and reliability. Key improvements include upgrading the outbound baggage system server and software, replacing outdated baggage claim carousels, installing new Pre-Conditioned Air (PCAir) units for boarding bridges 1 and 6, and replacing the emergency generator, which has surpassed its operational life. Additionally, the project will modernize the airport’s security systems by replacing outdated cameras, access controls, and server infrastructure installed in 2014, incorporating advanced technology and cloud-based storage solutions to meet current and future safety standards. These combined enhancements will significantly improve operational efficiency, elevate the passenger experience, and maintain a safe and secure airport environment.

Project 2. Terminal Rehabilitation Design/Construction.  

The design phase of this project is included in our CIP for 2025, with the construction phases included in our CIP for 2026, 2027, and 2028. Built in the early 2000s, the terminal is now over 20 years old, with many of its building systems and components requiring rehabilitation. The proposed scope of work includes refurbishing the elevators and escalators in public areas to ensure safe and reliable operation, replacing the outdated fire control panel and alarm system to meet modern safety standards, and upgrading the public address (PA) system for improved communication. Additionally, the project will address curbside walkway rehabilitation to enhance accessibility and renovate the public restrooms, which have not been updated since the terminal's construction. These improvements align with the guidelines outlined in the AIP Handbook to ensure compliance and functionality.

Project 3.  Runway Airfield Pavement Preservation. 

This project is included in our CIP for 2025. It includes routine cleaning, filling, and or sealing of longitudinal and transverse cracks; grading pavement edges; maintaining pavement drainage systems; patching pavement; and remarking pavement areas of runway. 

Additional preventative maintenance will include any regular or recurring work necessary to preserve existing airport pavement in good condition, any work involved in the care or cleaning of existing airport pavement, and any incidental or minor repair work on existing airport pavement.

Project 4.  Taxiway Airfield Pavement Preservation. 
This project is included in our CIP for 2026. It includes routine cleaning, filling, and or sealing of longitudinal and transverse cracks; grading pavement edges; maintaining pavement drainage systems; patching pavement; and remarking pavement areas of taxiway. 

Additional preventative maintenance will include any regular or recurring work necessary to preserve existing airport pavement in good condition, any work involved in the care or cleaning of existing airport pavement, and any incidental or minor repair work on existing airport pavement.

Project 5. Pavement Management Plan (PMP) Update. 
This project is included in our CIP for 2026. The project involves updating the current Pavement Management Plan (PMP) for the airfield to effectively manage and monitor the lifespan of the runway and taxiways. This update will enable more efficient scheduling and prioritization of pavement management and rehabilitation efforts across various areas of the airfield. Additionally, this initiative is essential to ensure compliance with Grant Assurances.

Project 6. PFC Application Formulation Costs. 
This element comprises PFC eligible costs associated with reasonable and necessary costs of developing and filing the application.

This element comprises PFC eligible costs associated with the application after approval process. This includes on-going PFC expenses including amendments, issuing, and maintaining required PFC records, quarterly reports, collecting from the carriers, legal fees, advertising fees, audit costs, banking fees, close-out costs for the life of this PFC application. These costs are eligible for use of PFC revenue per 14 CFR 158.13(b). An annual audit of PFC records by an accredited independent public accountant is required per 14 CFR Part 158.67(c).
